E. U. Baidarov. Central Asia: Problems and Contradictions in Integration.

Problems and contradictions in integrative processes in Central Asian states are considered in the article. Regional integration is characterised as non-alternative way to stability, progress, economic and military and political safety as well as to strengthening of Central Asia authority on the regional level in the world community. The conclusion that widening of integration on the regional level becomes one of the important ways for the economic crisis overcoming is made.

E. A. Kogai, K. A. Komkov. Improvement of Regional Image as Objective for Socio-Cultural Policy.

The problem in the development of the project on the promotion of a positive image of the Kursk Region on the interregional, federal and international levels is analysed in the article. Objectives for the increase in the role of symbols in the promotion of the region in the communicative space as well as element types of «image attractiveness» are determined. The problem of cultural heritage use as factor for social and cultural development of the region is touched upon.

M. F. Glukhova. Infrastructure of Regional Youth Policy: Main Features and Typologies. 

Peculiarities in the youth sphere infrastructure in the framework of functioning of the regional component of the state youth policy are considered in the article. Preconditions for the development of infrastructure on the regional level are determined; its specific features are highlighted. An attempt to perform an infrastructure research through the formation of regional institution typology for work with the youth is made.

V. P. Minichkina, S. S. Artemyeva. Indicative Planning as Mechanism for Lessening Differences in Levels of Social and Economic Development of Regions. 
The substantiation for restoring plan foundations in the economy of the Russian Federation and its constituent entities as well as for formation of alternative procedures for coordination of actions of the state and economic entities adequate to the market economy is given in the article. Administrative and normative methods of the state regulation are considered. Development of the grounds for the methodology and methods planning including normative and legal provision are offered. 

V. I. Dobrynina, A. S. Lyakhovets. Towns of Modern Russia: Urbanized Approach.

Problems connected with the urbanized processes in Russia of the Soviet and post-Soviet periods are treated in the article. The typology of Russian towns is presented; tendencies in its changing in the conditions of radical changes characteristic for the last two decades have been brought to light.

E. A. Ermolaeva. Informative Environment of Small Town Management: State, Problems and Development Tendencies. 
On the basis of the results of the applied sociological research present-day state of information environment of the Gubkinsky city district of the Belgorod Region is analysed. Its problems are considered and development perspectives are traced.
V. V. Smirnov. Paradigm and Conception of Efficient Social and Economic Development of the Region.

A paradigm for the efficient social and economic development of the region is offered; the essence of structural and functional interconnection between the regional sub-systems is explained; main stages in the economic development of the country and its regions are shown; a descriptive model for coordination of economic entities interests is presented; the conception of efficient social and economic development of the region is determined. Besides, objectives are set and main stages in the achievement of efficient social and economic development of the region are presented.

O. S. Panfilova. Informative Support for Business Processes Management.

The model for the analysis of the efficiency of processes in the quality system of an organisation based upon on the presentation of the system in the shape of an orientated chart is presented. The model and regimes of automated data processing got further development in the algorithm of program pack «ПМК — Master». The notions of resources transformation function and transformation efficiency coefficient are introduced; examples of the results analysis in application to the subject field under research are given.

T. B. Malinina. Dependency of Labour Measure on Consumption Measure in Social and Economic Development of the Region.

In the article it is emphasized that determination of interdependency between labour measures and consumption measure has been drawn to the measurement and commensurability of the expenses and the results of labour. Calculations of population consumption force in the Republic of Mordovia and the Leningrad Region are presented. It is shown that in the conditions of the production and consumption of the product as consumption cost the consumption measure exceeds the labour measure that is a necessary condition for the normal functioning and development of the human being, the state and its regions.

L. M. Kozhevnikova. Problems and Perspectives for Development of Agriculture in Russia and Eastern Siberia in Market Conditions.

The process of the transition to the market relations in agriculture of Russia and Eastern Siberia is analysed in the article. Special attention is paid to the reforming of property relations and economy management system. Positive and negative tendencies of the transition period are considered. Conditions and perspectives for the transition of agriculture to progressive evolution are defined. 

B. I. Lomakin, N. K. Afonina. Social and Economic Evaluation of Dairy Branch Modernisation.  
Social and economic evaluation of the state and development perspectives of the dairy branch of the country is given in the article. An attempt to analyse the process of the dairy branch modernisation in Russia by the example the Republic of Mordovia is made.  
E. I. Chepina. Development of Regional Electric Power Industry Market.
Present-day state of the electric power industry market in the Republic of Mordovia is considered in the article. Comparative dynamics of electric power tariffs in the regions of the Volga Federal District is presented.

A. M. Mordvinov. Increase in Production Potential of Industrial Enterprises on the Basis of Efficient Electric Power Consumption.

Organisational and economic relations appearing at industrial enterprises in the process of efficiency management of electric power consumption are considered in the article. The role of electric power as one of the important elements of production in technical and economic system «energy — speed — effect» is explained. Special attention is paid to the diagnostics of organisational and economic problems of increase in electric power efficiency in industry.
N. A. Philippova, M. S. Lebina. Modernisation of Organisation of Interaction between Law Enforcement and Tax Authorities of the Region in Delinquencies and Crimes Control in Taxation Sphere.

The process of interaction between law enforcement and tax authorities in the Republic of Mordovia in delinquencies and crimes control in the taxation sphere are analysed in the article. Methods for optimisation of the interaction such as exchange of operational information on taxes and dues law violations, organisation of joint tax payers’ inspections, etc. are offered.
T. A. Kuznetsova, A. A. Tashkinov, V. D. Cherkasov. National Research University as Centre for Innovative Activity of the Region.

Main instruments for participation of universities in the development of educational and scientific and technical innovations are analysed in the article. The model for innovative training of competitive personnel is presented. Perm State Technical University is treated as an example of efficiently functioning regional centre for innovative activity.  

M. B. Gitman, N. N. Matushkin, I. D. Stolbova, S. I. Pakhomov. Estimation of Quality of Post-Graduates Preparation for Innovative Activity.

Approaches to the evaluation of the quality of the system of post-graduates preparation for innovative activity are considered. The first one is based on the consistency principle and allows estimating the quality of the post-graduates preparation system in general; the second one — on the process and competency models and allows conducting estimation of personality of each post-graduate. 
O. Yu. Osipova. Professional Competences, Valuables and Social Status of Young Scientists of the Region.

On the basis of the results of a sociological research professional competences, leadership potential, social orientations and motivation factors of scientific and research activities of young scientists of the Republic of Mordovia are analysed. Main characteristics of the social status and problems of young scientists are brought to light.

L. A. Davletshina. Forms and Methods of Professional Orientation of Future Specialists in Municipal Educational Institutions of the Region.

Form and methods of professional orientation work in municipal educational institutions of the Republic of Tatarstan are considered in the article. The problem of profilisation of education on the senior stage of compulsory education is touched upon. The model of network interaction with municipal educational institutions on the implementation of profile education on the base of the Resource Centre of Nizhnekamsk Branch of Moscow Humanitarian and Economic Institute is offered.

V. V. Avdeev. Consumption Sphere and Life Quality of Working Population of the Region.

The article is devoted to the analysis of basic indices of population of the Republic of Mordovia life quality in comparison with the other regions of the Volga Federal District. A positive tendency in their increase is shown but its low level in comparison to the other regions is underlined. Calculation of the human potential development index of Mordovia for 2010 is presented.

S. E. Maikova. Adaptation of Industrial Enterprises Personnel of the Region as Social Determinant for Inter-Organisational Changes.
Theoretical and practical aspects of the formation of the system for personnel social adaptation to inter-organisational changes at industrial enterprises of the Republic of Mordovia are treated in the article. The place and the role of personnel adaptation in the system of social determinants for organisational development have been put under research. The systematisation of adaptation types and the algorithm are presented. Main methods for adaptation procedures realisation are shown.
T. V. Fogel. Socially-Assistant Practices in Co-Ordinates of Social Changes in the Region.
On the basis of the data of a sociological research carried out in Ioshkar Ola social and demographic characteristics of socially-assistant practices are presented. Determinations for the person participation in the socially-assistant activity are described.

N. A. Philipenko. Social Loneliness among Teen-Agers of the Region: Socialisation Problem. 

The problem of the social loneliness of the teen-ager is considered. The role of socialisation in the formation of active living position and the teen-ager communicative abilities in the conditions of the city by the example of the Republic of Marij El is emphasised. 

I. V. Ivanov. Components of Programme of Implementation of Pension Savings Investment Potential on the Regional Level.

Offers on modernisation of the structure of complex programme for pension savings employment for regional economic development are given in the article. 
R. R. Uraev. Problems of Non-Government Pension Provision Efficiency: Regional Aspect.

The article is devoted to the problem of non-government pension provision efficiency evaluation in the country. Data of sociological research are analysed. The author offers to consider modern pension system through the prism of complex evaluation of non-government pension provision efficiency which includes social and economic efficiency criteria. 

D. A. Egorov. Additional Factors Promoting Successful Socialisation of Children-Orphans and Children without Parental Care.

Alternative ways for minimisation of factors traditionally determining the contents of children socialisation in the condition of the orphan asylum are considered.

E. N. Meleshina. Formation of Information Broadcast on Regional Air.
In the article it is underlined that regional TV-companies in the country at the turn of the new millennium experienced considerable changes. On August 11, 2003 almost complete transition of local television to information broadcast took place. At the same time the structure and the contents of news as well as the character of information presentation and order of video plots in a broadcast depending on the actuality of a topic and on the importance of this or that news for the local audience improved. 

O. R. Mukhaev. Social Advertisement Problems in the Region.
The analysis of the state of social advertisement in the regions is carried out. The research conducted in the Republic of Mordovia showed the increasing interest to social problems as well as a high level of the requirement in this type of advertisement from the side of non-commercial organisations and social product producers.
A. R. Sharipov. Confessional and National Factors in Globalisation Process.

Some aspects of world confessions influence on the formation and development of the process of globalisation are considered in the article. Both confessional and national identities are important components of public and political as well as social and economic processes in the modern world. The analysis of the state and the development of inter-confessional interaction by the example of a number of countries including Russia is made.

Yu. G. Yushkova-Borisova. Ethnic Peculiarities of Population of Russia and its Influence on Production Process in Regions.

The mechanism of the ethnicity influence on labour motivations of population is analysed in the article. Ethnicity is treated as symbolically fixed in the ethnic culture complex of adaptations of the human being to the environment. Ethnic peculiarities of population in this case are the consequence of the human being centuries-long activities in the separate territory. Exactly these peculiarities can promote marginality of the ethnos as a social group as well as exclusion from global economic processes. Ethnos’s assimilation and rejection of its own ethnicity becomes its adaptive response to this marginalisation challenge. Mechanisms of these processes by modern examples are treated in the article.

Yu. V. Kuznetsov. Geopolitical Ideas and Ecumenism of V. S. Solovyov.

View of V. S. Solovyov as one of the forms of Russian geopolitical thought are considered in the article. Religious and historical and cultural preconditions for the formation of the geopolitical conception of the thinker are analysed. The conclusion on the actuality of V. S. Solovyov’s convictions for the modern Russia is made.

O. V. Spitsina, T. N. Okhotina. Economic Activity as Factor for Development of Common Law of Rural Population of Mordovia in the End of the XIX — Beginning of the XX Centuries.

Economic activity of the Russian and Mordovian population of the Mordva Krai is considered in the article. Its influence on the development of the common law in the end of the XIX — the beginning of the XX centuries is emphasized. Centuries-long neighborhood of these peoples in the territory of Mordovia promoted the establishment of the common economic mode of life. Farming determining the way of life was the base for economic life of the rural population of Mordovia.
S. A. Malakhov. Food and Household Utensils of the Petrovsky District of the Saratov Region. 

On the basis of field ethnographic research the traditional food and household utensils of the Mordva of the Petrovsky District of the Saratov Region in the XIX — XX centuries are described. The interconnection between the traditional food of the Mordva and the environment as well as seasonal character of agriculture is traced.
Panel «Modern Cultural Practices: from the Fundamental to the Regional».

A. B. Permilovskaya. Problem of Cultural Landscapes of Historical Rural Settlements of the Russian North Preservation.

The Russian North is investigated as specific cultural space. Peculiarities of the rural landscapes by the example of Cherevkovo — a traditional trade Dvina settlement — are brought to light. The heritage of the Russian North in the form of historical rural settlements is treated as a chance for the development of the territory and the moral center of the cultural space of the region.
